Registration /Insurance Fee

Costume Fees:

NON-REFUNDABLE – These fees must be paid prior to the winter holiday recess, December 1, 2010. Failure to pay ALL costume fees could result in the student being omitted from the showcase.  Costumes will come completed with all attachments and accessories.  COSTUMES WILL NOT BE DISTRIBUTED UNTIL ALL ACCOUNTS HAVE BEEN PAID.  The required costume deposit is $55 for each class costume.  Competitive Classes are required to pay $75 per deposit per class.
Private Coaching & Instruction:

Individual instruction is available upon request.  Inquiries should be addressed to the office. Choreography for solos, duets, trios and small groups are at the discretion of the Artistic Director. Separate fees are required.
Student Showcase 2011:

The annual showcase is tentatively scheduled for June 18 & 19, 2011.  There is a Showcase Fee of $50 /child due by February 1, 2011.  Each student will receive two (2) complimentary tickets per show. DVD, T-shirts and Program Packages Available.

Returned Checks:

Any checks returned by your financial institution unpaid, will incur a service charge of $50.00.  If this does happen, all future payments must be paid by certified funds (ie: certified check, money order, etc..)
Studio Policies:

1- CAPA reserves the right to withdraw any class due to lack of enrollment

2- Once a student is registered, he/she is responsible for all tuition charges and fees regardless of attendance.  All students under the age of 18 must have a parent/guardian sign for them on the registration form.  Only by contacting the office with a written letter, will the student be removed from the class roster.  Failure to contact the office will result in the student being billed for the entire year (including costume and showcase fees).  DO NOT assume informing the teacher is acceptable notice.

3- Students should be dropped off no earlier than 15 minutes prior to their scheduled class and should be picked up within 15 minutes of the end of class.  If a student is tardy, it is at the instructors discretion whether or not to allow the student to join the class already in progress.
4- No relatives or friends of students are permitted at the studio while a student is in class without parental supervision (except during “Bring-a-Friend”)

5- Requests for refunds due to extenuating circumstances (ie. Medical) must be submitted in writing for review by the Director.

6- Trial classes may be requested for students interested in new techniques, however, trial classes DO NOT hold a space in the class.  Enrollment is on a fist come, first serve basis.

7- All inquiries regarding billing, fees and payments should be made to the studio secretary.  Please do not approach the teacher regarding these matters.

8- All missed classes can be made up in a different level as well as with the permission of the instructor.
